b. Flying Samaritans with UCSD

I. Still requesting volunteers to go to Encinada in June/July and 8/25 to help with the pharmacy services. This will be advertised again on this week’s bulletin

c. Possible event with Cal Mat/DMAT regarding disaster preparedness. This is a federal organization that sends first responder volunteers to local disasters. Yousif to follow up on this. 

d. SDCPhA will be the community partner for UCSD dissemination research project on how to implement emergency contraception practices. This will be a statewide research project with the first phase including a survey sent out asking about the contraceptive knowledge of pharmacists. Qualitative interviews of pharmacists, clerks, technicians and independent pharmacy owners will be conducted to gather information and identify potential challenges. An educational intervention will then be implemented and pharmacies will then be randomized into two groups (education/no-education) to evaluate whether it was effective. This will likely be a CE program for SDCPhA. Could consider asking the board of pharmacy for their mailing list to try and contact pharmacists
e. Sally is working with the March of Dimes. She will present a CE on healthy pregnancies (a 3-part series) late 2019 to early 2019.

f. Fundraising Ideas: 

I. Having a social event at the Del Mar Fair (as attendees, not for hosting a table). To host a table would be costly and require insurance for indemnities
II. Family day – having a family night at a church or some venue where families can attend and have fun 
III. Hats and t-shirts: a poll for interest would need to be sent out. Consider wearing t-shirts at all events whenever possible

IV. Fundraiser: having a walk to help donate proceeds to a charitable organization such as cancer survivors

V. Wine tasting/wine & paint night: a social night. Potential venue: Janine’s husband’s friend owns a brewery. Possibly hire an instructor to come teach paint portion.
